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Boehner’s Statement on Iran’s Secret Nuclear Facili  ty

Congressman John Boehner (R-West Chester) issued the follow-
ing statement on the revelation regarding Iran’s secret nuclear fa-
cility on September 25, 2009:

“Today’s announcement about Iran’s secret nuclear facility is fur-
ther confirmation of its pattern of deception and denial. For years,
the regime in Tehran has done everything in its power to hide the
truth that it is committed to building a nuclear bomb to threaten the
United States and our allies. The IAEA must be allowed into the
country to conduct immediate, unimpeded, and comprehensive
inspections, and there must be full transparency regarding the re-
sults of those inspections. “This revelation should put the interna-
tional community on notice that its collective willingness to give the
Iranian regime ‘one more chance’ is not working. How will we respond to a regime that refuses
civil liberties, denies its citizens free and fair elections, and aims to dominate a critical region
through violence, terrorism, and nuclear weapons? How will we respond if Iran does not let in-
spectors in? Why should we feel confident they are being honest about anything else?

“The United States should not participate in direct negotiations with Iran — negotiations that will
further legitimize this brutal regime — until we have answers to these important questions. Un-
fortunately, the Administration has not, to date, given Iran reason to believe we are serious
about preventing them from acquiring or developing a nuclear capability, especially in light of
the Administration’s recent policy decision regarding missile defense in Central Europe and its
public remarks about Israel and the Middle East peace process. The United States and our
European allies must demonstrate a willingness to quickly impose meaningful sanctions
against the regime in Iran. We can do so even if other nations like Russia and China refuse to
join this effort, and we should. Finally, Congress needs to get serious about moving a sanc-
tions bill, and it needs to do so now.”

Boehner represents Ohio’s 8th District, which includes all of Darke, Miami, and Preble coun-
ties, most of Butler and Mercer counties, and the northeastern corner of Montgomery
County. He was first elected to Congress in 1990.

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Legislative Update

From all appearances the state legislative process is going to continue
to be held hostage to the Governor’s ill fated efforts to produce a consti-
tutionally balanced budget. For a brief period of time it appeared that
the next biennial budget (like it or not ) was a done deal but that budget
has rapidly unraveled after a series of court rulings have sent the Gov-
ernor scrambling back to the drawing board to identify new revenue
sources. After a two month recess, the legislature reconvened in mid
September for one session, and then the next four session days were
cancelled along with most previously scheduled committee hearings. It
is obvious that nothing much will be accomplished in the 128" General
Assembly until the budget is resolved.

The first blow came to the Budget in early August when a Franklin county judge rejected the
Governor’s proposal to take $258 million from the state’s tobacco fund to cover a number of
optional Medicaid, child welfare and adult protective service programs. The ruling came after a
lawsuit was filed by a Waterville, Ohio man who claimed that the raid would cause irreparable
harm to Ohioans because funds would no longer be available to fund the tobacco prevention
and cessation programs that it was originally intended to cover. The state is appealing the
ruling.

Two weeks later the Governor was embarrassed by revelations that this past June he had di-
verted $2.8 million from state accounts set up to prevent blindness and promote organ dona-
tions. These accounts are funded by voluntary donations made by taxpayers at the time they
apply for a driver’s license. These funds, along with some others totaling $4 million, will need
to be repaid from the current budget.

The biggest blow to the budget however came on September 21% when the Ohio Supreme
Court ruled that the Governor’s plan to add video slot machines at horse-racing tracks is sub-
ject to a statewide vote. The earliest such a vote could occur, would be in November, 2010.
And with a statewide referendum on casino gambling scheduled for this November (which if
successful would probably kill the VLT proposal anyway) the Governor's proposal is on terribly
shaky ground. It is appearing very unlikely that the revenue from slots will come even close to
meeting the $933 million currently projected for this budget.

It remains to be seen how the Governor will choose to fill the holes that have been created in
the budget. Up until now he has ignored any of the suggestions put forth by Republicans on
how to fix the problem and since those solutions would entail some major overhauls of state
government, they probably would come too late to be much use this time around.

In the meantime, if the legislature ever does get back to work | am sponsoring two pieces of
legislation that should of interest to residents of Montgomery County. The first bill (HB 198)
which | introduced in June with broad bi-partisan support is intended to address the growing
shortage of primary care physicians not only in the Dayton region but across the state. The bill
would establish Dayton and Toledo as Demonstration sites for a transformative model of pri-
mary care delivery known as a Medical Home. Because primary care physicians in this model
receive more equitable pay and a more significant role in health care delivery it is anticipated
that the very low numbers of medical students electing to enter primary care will go up. The
bill, unlike most Medical Home demonstration projects taking place across the country, puts
particular emphasis on education of medical students and residents and would establish
Wright State’s medical school as a premier training site for the Patient Centered Medical
Home.

The second piece of legislation is designed to address the flaws in the state school report card
which recently caused Kettering and Lebanon School districts to drop dramatically in the
school rankings. This situation is unique to Ohio’s interpretation of AYP provisions and needs
to be fixed. As currently written the school rankings are virtually meaningless as exceptionally
high performing schools such as Kettering are lumped together with some of the worst per-
forming schools in the state under the “Continuous Improvement” category. My legislation
which is being simultaneously introduced in the Senate by Senate Gary Cates will hopefully
correct this problem.
